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U 10 - 15/-

Marconi U. 10 is the most popular recti­
fier, providing up to 60 milliamperes 
at 250 volts and thus catering for the 
great majority of three and four valve 
receivers. It is also useful for supply­
ing rectified current to the field wind­
ings of moving coil speakers taking up 
to 15 watts.

U 12 - 17/6

Marconi U. 12 is a new general purpose 
rectifier delivering up to 120 milli­
amperes at 350 volts. It is thus suit­
able for multi-valve receivers having 
large output valves of the PX.4 type, 
which operate on a moderate H.T. 
voltage. U.12 is often used as a com­
bined source of high tension and field 
current for a moving coil speaker, thus 
dispensing with the need for a second 
rectifier.
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
